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Considering this condition , | think this dicision of the
research group is not appropriate because there is a possibility that collecting additional



tissue will worsen the condition of the patients. The deatailed reason is shown
below.

First, the declaration of Helsinki states that doctors should give top priority to the patient's
intentions. It also states that the study should only be conducted if it is effective for the
patient and has no adverse effect. Therefore, in Case 2, it is ethically and morally
inappropriate to take additional samples.

Based on the above, the following points should be emphasized in this case in the
Declaration of Helsinki. "It is duty of the physician to promote and safeguard the helth,
well-being and rights of patients, including those who are involved in medical research." "The
primary purpose of medical research involving human subjects is to understand the causes,
development and effects of deseases and improve preventive, diagnostic and therapeutic
interventions.”
